“Yatomi Ginza,” after Tokyo’s famous shopping street.

History of Buncho in Yatomi

Yatomi'’s love for buncho (Java sparrow) began in the late
Edo period, when a woman named Yae brought one to
the Matahachi area upon getting married.

In the Meiji era, a miracle happened — a pure white
buncho was born! Careful breeding made the “Haku-bun-
cho (white buncho)” famous, and Yatomi became Japan’s
buncho capital, once holding 80% of the national market.
Today, fewer people breed buncho, but Yatomi keeps
their charm alive. At the City Museum, “Bun-chan,” the
white buncho, and “Sakura,” buncho, warmly welcome
visitors... and no, they don’t charge an entrance fee —
just a smile!
